AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE NO. 21 

SEWER COMMISSION/WATER POLLUTION CONTROL AUTHORITY

BE IT ORDAINED that Ordinance No. 21 is hereby amended as follows:

1.  All references to the “Sewer Commission” are hereby amended to refer to the “Water Pollution Control Authority” and all references to the “Commission” are hereby amended to refer to the “Authority”.  

2.  Existing Section 2 is amended and restated as follows:

“2. Said Authority shall consist of seven (7) regular members who shall be appointed by the Board of Selectmen and serve without compensation.  Each regular member either shall be an elector of, or shall own real property within, the Town of Salisbury.  The said seven members shall serve for terms of five (5) years, except that such terms shall be arranged so that not more than two of such terms shall expire within any one year.   Terms shall take effect during the month of November.  Whenever a vacancy occurs, the Selectmen shall appoint a successor to hold office for the unexpired portion of the term.  A member of the Authority shall continue in office until his successor is appointed.”

2.  Said [Commission] Authority shall consist of [five] seven (7) [electors of the Town of Salisbury] regular members who shall be appointed by the Board of Selectmen and serve without compensation.  Each regular member either shall be an elector of, or shall own real property within, the Town of Salisbury.  The said [five] seven regular members shall serve for terms of five (5) years, except that [the members of the Commission first appointed shall be appointed for such terms that the term of one member shall expire at the end of each year for the next five years] such terms shall be arranged so that not more than two of such terms shall expire within any one year.   Terms shall [expire on June 30] take effect during the month of November [in each year].  Whenever a vacancy occurs, the Selectmen shall appoint a successor to hold office for the unexpired portion of the term.  A [Commissioner] member of the Authority shall continue in office until his successor is appointed.
