Recently the Town of Salisbury had a bad day or two with power outages and some flooding due to a fast moving storm that contained heavy rain and high winds.  Several areas of Lakeville were without power for several days.

What if this had been feet of snow? Or hurricane force wind and rain? Or of greater duration?  What if you and your family were homebound for several days?  Would you have enough supplies at your home to be comfortable?

Please take the time to look around your home and be sure you have the following:


Extra blankets, warm clothes including gloves and hats

Extra firewood for wood stoves or fire places where appropriate (clean the 

chimneys and check dampers and flues!)


Bottled water for several days for family and pets


Non-perishable food items for several days (boxed and canned foods), 

pet supplies


Manual can opener


Flashlights with several sets of fresh batteries


Battery operated radio tuned in to WQQQ or WKZE, extra batteries


Oxygen and medicine supply, if necessary


Have plans in place for the “in-cases”: loss of phone service for example.


List of important numbers (including a neighbor for assistance)


Make sure your house number is visible from the street (required)!

Call 911 if you have an emergency (fire, police, ambulance).  911 should work from your cell phone too. Of course, if you feel you require assistance or a shelter please call the Town line at 435-5170 or the Ambulance Headquarters at 435-0058.
